
NORTH YORK COIN CLUB - 

CONSTITUTION 

ARTICLE 

1. This organization s h a l l  be known a s  the  NORTH YORK COIN CLUB. 

2.  Its object shall be to pronote and encourage the ~0 l l eC t iOn  and study of 
coins, tokens, paper money, :-odals e tc .  To cu l t i va t e  f r a t e rna l  r e l a t i o m  
among collectors and t.3 acquire and dispense numismatic knowledge. 

3. Membership of tl:e club s h a l l  consis t  of the  following: 

(a)  Regular membership - persons over 18 years of age. 
(b) i, Junior membership - persons who have no t  a t t e e d  t h e i r  18th birthday. 

ii Junior members r:hall not  be e n t i t l e d  t o  vote on any motion before any 
meeting of t he  club. 

(c) i Dealer membership - f o r  persons who a re  professional aoin dealers  o r  
employees of dealers. Any member may be declared a dealer a t  the  
discret ion of the  executive. 

ii Dealer members s h a l l  not  be e l i g i b l e  fo r  e lect ion t o  the  executive, 
s h a l l  not hold an executive posL1:ldn and s h a l l  not be e n t i t l e d  t o  vote on 
any motian before a meeting of the  club. 

(d) Honorary Membership f o r  1 year - which may be granted by the  executive for , 
any special  reason a t  a regualr  membership meeting. 

(e) Hongrirry Life  Membership - which may be granted f o r  outstanding se rv ice  and 
which may only be conferred a t  an mnual  pleeting. . 

(f) Applications f o r  Membership of any type s h a l l  be forwarded t o  the  Secretary, 
along with appropriate dues, and s h a l l  be published i n  the  first issue of 
the Club Bul le t in  following t h e i r  receipt .  I f  no objections a r e  received, i 

each applicant s h a l l  become a member of the  club a t  the subsequent regular 
meeting. 

4. The o f f i ce r s  of the  club s h a l l  consis t  of: President,  1st and 2nd Vice- 
Presidents,  Secretary, Treasurer, 3 Directors, 2 Junior Directors 'and s h a l l  A 

be cal led col lect ively  the  2xecutive copunittee., .The immediate past president 
is ex-officio a m e m b e r  o f ' t h e  Executive c ~ d t t e e .  The o f f i ce s  of Editor,  
Auctioneer, Librarian,  Receptionist and Social  Convenor t7 be by appointment 
and s h a l l  be considered members of the  ~ x e c u t i v e  committee. Any appointees 
under the  age of 18 s h a l l  not have a vote ,on any issue.  

5 .  No business shall be transacted at a-.meeting without a f u l l  quo-, which 
shall, consi& of 15 rn&mhers 'at a regular r.eetin7 and 5 members at an exebuiive 
meeting. .

6 .  The president s h a l l  preside a t  a l l  meetings of the club and executive 
committee and s h a l l  be a member of a l l  committees excepting the  nominating 
&mmittee. 
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7. The Vice-Presidents s h a l l  a s s i s t  the  President and ozcupy the  cha i r  i n  the  
absence of the  president and the  1st: Vice-President s h a l l  become President 
i n  the  event of the  presidents o f f i ce  becoming vacant. 

8. The Secretary s h a l l  keep the  r7inute's of the  meetings, a t tend t o  
correspondence and issue a l l  no t ices  t h a t  may be required by t h e  club and 
executive committee. 

9. 
(a) The Treasurer s h a l l  keep a f u l l  and t rue  account of a l l  monies received and 

spent,  send out merhership cards, keep a complete list of the  members, and 
keep the  recep t ion is t ' s  zecords updated on a regular basis .  

(b) A l l  funds s h a l l  be kept i n  the name of the  club and cheques s h a l l  require 
2 signatures;  any 2 signatures of e i t h e r  the  president, 1st vice-president, 
Secretary o r  Treasurer. 

(c)The funds of the  club s h a l l  be kept i n  a Chartered Bank o r  Trust Company 
authorized t o  conduct business i n  the  Provir~ce of Ontario. 

(d) The books of the  club s h a l l  be audited by a member of members of the  club 
t o  be named by the  President. 

10. The Editor s h a l l  prepare the  monthly bu l l e t i n  which includes tyning, pr int ing,  
and mailing it out 1 week p r io r  t o  the next regular meeting of the  club. 
The ed i to r  i s  a l so  obliged t o  secure postage and take direct ion from the 
Executive Committee. 

11.   he Auctioneer: See Auctioneer's du t ies  under heading "Auction Rules". 

12. The Librarian s h a l l  have charge of a l l  books, catalogues, l i t e r a t u r e  and 
other  property of the  club library and archives,  and s h a l l  keep a record of 
borrowed items and by whomborrowedtO ensure t h e i r  return.  L i s t s  of 
publications s h a l l  be made per iodical ly  t o  members. 

13. The ~zeceptionist s h a l l  r eg i s t e r  the names of a l l  members and guests and give 
out  name tags  a t  a l l  regular meetings. H e  o r  she s h a l l  a l so  be responsible 
fo r  the  colleCtion,updating and re tent ion (between meetings) of the  name tags. 

14. The Social mnvenor upon receipt. of funds from the  Treasurer w i l l  prepare 
and provide refreshments a t  regillar meetings unless otherwise specified by

' t he  executive mnmittee.

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15.The.Executive s h a l l  meet between regular meetings of the club on c a l l  of 
the  President o r  a majority of the committee. 

16. Any member who conducts himself o r  hersel f  i n  a manner unbecoming a IIIember 
of the club may be suspended o r  have h i s  o r  her membership cance l led . imedia te ly  
by a majority vote of the  executive committee. Any member so suspended o r  
whbse membership has been cancelled may appeal i n  writ ing t o  the  secretary 
f o r  reconsideration of the  decision of the  executive cormnittee and such appeal 
s h a l l  be heard a t  a general meeting of the  club within three  months of the  
appeal and a f t e r  a l l  members of the  club have been no t i f i ed  i n  writ ing of 
such an appeal. The decision a t  the general meeting s h a l l  be f ina l .  



17. No member s h a l l  pursue a discussion of p r inc ip le  o r  business t o  such length 
t h a t  he becomes obnoxious t o  the  membership. A s  a l l  remarks a re  addressed 
t o  the  chairman m y  member may b& re s t r i c t ed  as t o  length of discussion by 
the  chairman a t  any time. 

18. The term. of office for the officers of the club shall he for the period of 
tyo years.

19. This const i tu t ion may be amended by a majority vote a t  ar'~ Annual Meeting, 
wri t ten copy of the amendmenthaving been given t o  the  secretary and read 
by him to  the membership a t  any previous reqular meeting and wri t ten notice 
(memo may be included i n  club bu l le t in )  having been s e n t  to a l l  members 
p r io r  to $he Annual Meeting.

ARTICLE . . . .  - 

1. Annual dues s h a l l  be s e t  by the Executive. 

2. New members w i l l  be assessed the f u l l  year ' s  dues and/or prorated i f  appli- 
cable a t  the  discret ion of the Executive. 

3. Meetings s h a l l  be cal led f o r  the North York Coinr Club a t  a time and place 
designated by the Executive Committee. A l l  memhers will. be no t i f i ed  i f  any 
change takes place i n  the time or  place of future  meetings. A meeting 
cal led the Annual Meeting s h a l l  be held each year a t  the January meeting. 

4. A Nominating Committee s h a l l  be named by the President a t  the  October 
meeting preceding am elect ion year. The Committee sha l l  repor t  a t  the 
November meeting a t  which time addit ional nominations may be made from the 
f loor .  Balloting if necessary s h a l l  take place a t  the  December meeting and 
those e lected s h a l l  r e t a in  of f ice  u n t i l  t h e i r  successors a re  elected.  

5. The pr ice  of a bourse tab le  a t  regular meetings t o  members and dealer  members 
s h a l l  be a t  the discret ion of the  Executive Committee. 

6 .  These By-Laws may be amended by a majority vote a t  any regular meeting, 
writ ten copy of the  amendment having been given t o  the  secretary and read by 
him t o  the membership. Written notice s h a l l  be sent  t o  a l l  members and the 
amendment s h a l l  be voted on a t  the meeting immediately following the mailing 
of the  sa id  motion. 

The above Constitution and By-Laws w e r e  approved February 1960 and most 
recently amended January, 1977.

AUCTION RULES 

The Executive Committee w i l l  appoint an Auctioneer whose duty w i l l  be t o  
c a l l  and s e l l  the auction material and to ensure that all auctions are 

conducted i n  an order ly  manner i n  accordance with auction rules. 

The auctioneer may r e s t r i c t  the  t o t a l  number of lo t s  i n  any auction t o  a 
maximum of s i x t y  (60) and may r e s t r i c t  t h e  number of l o t s  submitted by any 
one member t o  e i g h t  (8) l o t s .  

The auct ioneer  may refuse  any l o t  submitted f o r  auct ion i f  the  ma te r i a l ,  
i n  h i s  opinion, i s  overgraded gr i f  it grades l e s s  than Fine except i n  t h e  
case of a l a rge  l o t  of scarce  mater ia l .  

Only members i n  good standing f o r  a per iod  of th ree  months o r  mope,and 
present  a t  the  meeting, may submit ma te r i a l  f o r  auct ion.  

The auctioneer w i l l  c o l l e c t  10% of the  sale p r i c e  of any lo t  and s h a l l  pay 
the  monies s o  co l l ec ted  t o  the  Treasurer .  

No commission w i l l  be co l l ec ted  on l o t s  n o t  s o l d  o r  b i d  i n  by t h e  owner. 
A t  the d i s c r e t i o n  of t h e  . ~ u c t i o n e e r ,  members repeatedly bidding i n  on 
t h e i r  own mate r i a l  w i l l  be charged the regu la r  10% Commission. 

A l l  l o t s  submitted for auction s h a l l  be properly recorded on e n t r y  shee t s ;  
with the owners name o r  membership number shown thereon. 

N o  l o t  s h a l l  be del ivered  t o  a purchaser u n t i l  it has been paid  f o r  i n  
f u l l  . 
Members whose l o t s  qre  so ld  i n  t h e  auction,  s h a l l  be paid a t  the conclusion 
of the  auction when the  auctioneer is s a t i s f i e d  t h a t  auct ion f inances  are 
balanced. 

Club members o r  t h e i r  gues ts  may purchase l o t s  of fered  f o r  s a l e  i n  the 
auctions.  
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
